· Teach how fruits, vegetables and food crops make the journey from seed to plate

· Provide the public with a garden and educational center showcasing food plants from all over the world – in a beautiful experiential landscape

· Celebrate our region’s agricultural heritage while offering visitors the chance to taste the day’s fresh harvest

· Demonstrate how to use fresh foods in a healthy diet

· Grow Powell Gardens’ capacity for hands-on youth educational programs based on Missouri state standards
· Showcase some of the cutting-edge research being conducted at the best schools of agriculture whose work is shaping the way we feed the world

· Surprise visitors with a fun, stunningly beautiful and educational garden of all of the plants that sustain us.  Since the family farm has essentially disappeared, people have fewer and fewer opportunities to observe food plants growing.
· Be the region's signature garden, the only garden of its kind in the United States, and the largest expansion effort Powell Gardens has undertaken since its founding.  The Heartland Harvest Garden will be a 12-acre installation maintained and operated through a $2.5 million endowment, part of the $8.5 million campaign.
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
